1 pkg. slaw mix

2 bunches green onions (chopped)
1 cup toasted sunflower seeds

1 cup slivered almonds

In a large bowl, crush noodles. Add slaw mix to
the crushed noodles. Layer onions, almonds, and
sunflower seeds on top of slaw mix.

Ingredients for Dressing

1 cup vegetable oil
4 Tbs. soy sauce
Y cup white sugar
1/3 cup vinegar

Put ingredients for dressing in a pint jar and heat in
microwave long enough to dissolve sugar. Cool
completely. Pour dressing over slaw right before
serving. Store any leftovers in the refrigerator.
