Common items that Soldiers would like: 
 
Food Items: Peanut M&Ms, candy corn, Gummy Bears, 
lolly pops, beef jerky ( a favorite), Tootsie Rolls, chewing 
gum, sunflower seeds, hard candy, Life Savers, Slim 
Jims, Skittles, Sweet Tarts, nuts (peanuts, cashews, etc), 
bags of trail mix, Chex Mix, etc (individual packs better 
than large ones), ŎƘƻŎƻƭŀǘŜ ōŀǊǎ όIŜǊǎƘŜȅΩǎΣ {ƴƛŎƪŜǊǎΣ о 
Musketeers, etc - small snack size mixes bags are great) 
Chocolate can only be sent from Nov. to March. 
 
Personal Items: Mouthwash, baby wipes (good for 
cleaning almost anything), hand sanitizer, razors and 
shaving cream or gel (they have to shave every day.), 
shampoo & conditioner, soap, tooth brush & paste. 
 
Other Items:  Fly traps, work gloves, army green or 
brown thin bath towels, air fresheners (very popular 
item), and potpourri. 
 
Entertainment Items:  Christmas music CDs ς any kind 
of music, Sudoku puzzle books or electronic Sudoku 
puzzles, magazines & books. 
 
Morale Boosters: 

¶ Patriotic pictures drawn by students to put up 
on walls 

¶ Letters from the students ς helps morale and 
we distribute them around for all to read 

¶ Holiday (all of them, not just Christmas) themed 
decorations to put up 

¶ Greeting cards and letters from you
